6. Water balance

This section views water services holistically taking account of the amount of water abstracted, supplied to
consumers, lost in processing and returned to the resource in order to understand the functioning of the water
supply system and ensure a balanced cyde for future sustainability. The overall idea isthat what is taken out

of the system must be returned to the system.

ZDM has initiated a reporting system whereby all Water Services Providers (WSP’s) in the district have to
provide certain prescribed operational information to the municipality on a monthly basis. Incuded in the
information is water abstraction volumes, treatment volumes, consumer metered and billed wolumes and
effluent wlumes at the sewage works. This information will eventually be used to compile a more

comprehensive and accurate water balance forthe district.
Unfortunately there is currently insufficient information related to internal losse s and inflows into the sewage

works to complete a comprehensive water balance. However, an attempt was made to produce a first order

water balance with figures from data that was available at the time, asindicated below:
